In Maths, we have begun to explore the concept of time, which has been so exciting! We have:

o Investigated all the things we can do in a minute
. Looked closely at what a clock looks like

o Ordered the days of the week

o Talked about day and night

The children have loved these activities and have shown great curiosity and understanding.
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Understanding the World

This week, we explored Lunar New Year, which was vibrant, colourful, and full of joy. The children:

. Made dragons

. Painted Chinese numbers

. Used chopsticks to pick up red and yellow rice
J Celebrated by dancing and watching fireworks

Most importantly, we learned how people around the world celebrate this special event. Did you know that
many children in our Reception class were born in the Year of the Rat or the Year of the Ox? This year is the
Year of the Horse, which symbolises energy, strength, and adventure — just like our Reception learners!
